Senior English

Summer Reading, 2011

For each of this year’s summer reading selections, seniors are required to write on these three questions:
1. Which character or incident most interested you? Why?

2. What did you learn, about yourself or about the world, from this book?

3. Would you recommend this book to a friend? Why or why not?

Students will receive a holistic assessment of their portfolio  – a check plus (A); a check (B), a check minus (C) or an “Unsatisfactory” (F). These assessments will be based on the following criteria: 
Check Plus  - the response is thorough, thoughtful, and well written. The response refers to specifics from the text and fully answers the question.

Check - the response is satisfactory, exhibits some thought, and is generally well written. While it answers the question, the response tends to be very general and seldom refers to specifics from the text.

Check Minus – the response is weak; it exhibits little genuine thought and appears to be quickly written. It answers the question in only the broadest of possible terms and does not refer to specifics from the text.

Unsatisfactory – this response is poorly written and is so general that it shows nearly no evidence that the book has actually been read.
