3. How does Woolf’s selection of detail in the first passage mock men’s treatment in society? Use textual examples as proof.
4. How does Woolf use superlatives, metaphor, anaphora, and motifs (themes in word choice) in the first passage to mock men’s treatment in society? Use textual examples as proof.

5. What is Woolf’s tone in the first passage? Does it shift? Where is it most sarcastic? Why?

6. What details introduce and conclude the second passage about the women’s meal? Why does Woolf choose to include these details?  How do they differ from the start and finish of the men’s meal?

7. How does sentence length and type contribute to Woolf’s depiction of the women’s meal? Use textual examples as proof.

8. How does Woolf’s selection of detail in the second passage mock women’s acceptance of their treatment in society? Use textual examples as proof.

9. How does Woolf use comparison, anaphora, and motifs (themes in word choice) in the second passage to mock women’s treatment in society? Use textual examples as proof.

10. What is Woolf’s tone in the second passage? Does it shift? Where is it most sarcastic? Why?

11. Why does Woof spend nearly seven lines on the prune in the second passage?

12. What is Woolf’s underlying attitude toward women’s place in society as evidenced by the two passages? Use textual examples as proof.

13. How do the two passages together function as an extended metaphor on women’s place in society as compared to men’s?
Montagu Letter Passage
14. According to Montagu, what role does knowledge play in the lives of women of her time? Be specific and do not get off track. Use evidence to support these roles.
15. What tone does Montagu use when addressing her daughter in this letter? Explain using specific evidence.

16. How does the letter start? What is in the first sentence? What is in the next two sentences? Why does Montagu start this way?

17. How are anecdote (lines 5-13) and hyperbole used in this letter? What personal story does Montagu tell and exactly why and how does she tell it?

18. What is the second caution Montagu gives and why does she give it?

19. Where is Montagu the most sarcastic/bitter? Explain using textual evidence.
20. Is there any irony in this letter; in other words, do the tone Montagu use and the message she relates contrast each other? 

21. What is Montagu’s view of the role knowledge plays in the lives of women of her day? Give specific evidence of this view.
