Please do the following during class in preparation for your argument presentation:

· 1) gather your best ideas from your individual essays

· 2) identify at least 3 sub points of Sontag's article

· 3) clearly identify a stance

· 4) develop an argument to support that stance

· 5) gather pictures that will serve as evidence 

· 6) combine your text and pictorial evidence in a cohesive format: an Ignite powerpoint (tips) or movie (with dialogue and specific photographic proof) that supports, refutes, or qualifies Sontag’s claim.

Below are some factors impeding AP writers of argument essays from earning superior scores:

· Not taking a clear position or wavering between positions 

· Substituting a thesis-oriented expository essay for an argumentative essay 

· Being reluctant to engage in verbal combat because "everyone's entitled to his or her own opinion," so there's nothing to argue about 

· Slipping out of focus by discussing imagery in general 

· Trying to argue about photography by using evidence drawn from literature (for example, Othello, The Scarlet Letter) and sliding off topic into the theme of appearance and reality 

· Lacking clear connections between claims and the data, and the warrants needed to support them 

· Trying to analyze Sontag's rhetorical strategies or her style instead of arguing a point
